In the past few years I have had the pleasure of attending two Love & 
Logic seminars.  The presenters spoke about teaching and parenting the 
Love & Logic way.  The Love & Logic training made sense. The system 
seems so simple.  However, having used Love and Logic principles for six 
years, I know it is a learned mindset and it is not necessarily easy to think 
and operate that way consistently.   

 

The three keys to Love and Logic are Example, Experience, and Empathy.  
The word train in verse 6 from Proverbs 22 speaks to all three of these 
keys.  How do we train children?   We show them how to treat other 
people and to work hard (Example).  We also let them experience life by 
giving them choices and letting them experience the consequences of 
their choices (Experience).  In fact, any adult who truly loves a child will 
stand beside, not between, the child and his or her problems and conse-
quences.  Lastly, we offer a sincere empathic presence when things go 
wrong (Empathy).  Empathy says, “I’m here to support you as you solve 
your problem or experience a negative consequence.”  Training children 
to make wise choices in life means we must let them suffer from their 
mistakes.   

 

Of course, the most important training is teaching a respect for God’s 
Word and how He wants us to live.  Each of our children should be confi-
dent knowing that Jesus loves them and He will care for them.  Training 
our children means equipping them to survive in this world of sin and 
speaking the words of salvation to them every chance we get.
